
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

1. Open to members of affiliated clubs who qualify as veterans:  55 years of age for 
men and 50 for women. 

2. An entry fee $90.00 per pair (twos additional) must accompany your entry form. 
3. The rules shall be those of “The Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St Andrews” 

except as varied by the local rules of the Taumarunui Golf Club. 
4. Any protest must be lodged in writing with the Committee within 30 minutes of 

the completion of round.  The decision of the Committee is final. 
5. The Committee reserves the right to alter the programme or times either before 

or after play commences. 
6. The Committee shall have the power to refuse the entry of any person without 

being required to give any reason for such refusal. 
7. All competitors must play at the times set down on the starting sheets. 
8. No competitor may receive more than one trophy. 
9. Entries must be on the official entry form, or a copy thereof. 
10. Competitors must complete their matches and not default unless by prior 

permission of the Committee. 
11. Men will use the men’s cards.  Women will use their full handicaps and take 

strokes from the women’s cards.  The best individual stableford score on each 
hole will be the counter.  Maximum handicap for men is 36 and 40 for ladies. 

NOTE: Matches ending all square shall be played off continuing from the starting 
hole. 

 Matches ending all square at the 18th hole on the final day of play will be 
decided by chipout.
